Two-Minute Teaching for Sunday, March 7"

The Gospels of Lent: The Parable of the Fig Tree, Luke 13:1-9

Here is the first Gospel of Luke that we will not hear this Sunday, because of our RCIA members
and the need to use the Cycle A Gospel of the Samaritan woman at the well with Jesus. But the
parable of the fig tree in the Cycle C readings still deserves some attention.

Here are the reflection questions that we will use in Tuesday night’s Soup and Scriptures series
here at St. Francis. See if the questions don’t cause some good reflection on your life in this
season of Lent:

1. This Gospel doesn’t have an end: we don’t know what happened to the fig tree.
Did it do better after a year or was it torn down?
If you were one of the Gospel writers,
how would you end this story of the fig tree?

2. The gardener planned to “fertilize” the fig tree as one way of getting it to grow.
Fertilizer often smells bad, but is needed in order for a plant to grow.
Have you ever felt like you got “dumped on”, only later to realize that there was
something to learn, something positive in it?

3. What do you think Jesus is trying to say in verses 1-5?
These verses do not talk about the fig tree.
What do you think Jesus is trying to say to the Jews [and us] in these verses?

Si usted fuera un evangelista,

(Como termina usted esta historia de la higuera?

El vifiador planeaba “abonar” la higuera como una manera de hacerla crecer.

El abono frecuentemente huele mal, pero es necesario para que la planta crezca.

(Ha sentido usted alguna vez que te echaron todo encima, y luego realizar?
Que habia una leccidn positiva para aprender?

(Que piensa usted Jesus esta tratando de decir en los versos 1-5?
Estos versos no hablan acerca de la higuera
(Que piensa usted Jesus esta tratando de decirles a los judios [y nosotros] en estos versos?
